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May 31st, 2008 Business Meeting
The meeting began with a reading of 
the March meeting minutes, and a brief

financial report was given.

President Dewayne Bauer said, as of today, only McKenzie & Van

Dyke’s are lined up to come to the Aug. show.

Bill Zimmermann was asked to give a report on how the Classic finances stand. He said, “Not good.” We had fewer people through the door, and will receive little or no money after all the bills are paid. He says he believes the Classic is about done, and we should consider other ways of bringing in money. (An exact accounting will be given at Aug. meeting.)

Gary Sharp gave a report on the progress toward recovering outstanding funds. He says, “Hamilton Bank doesn’t think they’ve done anything wrong and refuses to cooperate.” Gary’s working with a gentleman in the Division of Finance in Jefferson City to show proof MTA funds deposited into the Hamilton Bank by Jennifer. (Many of you received calls in the past couple months regarding this.) Of the approx. $2,500 still outstanding, it was discovered that (2) two checks totaling nearly $700 were deposited into the Bank of America. The people who wrote the checks will file a fraudulent item affidavit through their bank against Bank of America, and we are confident they will return the money to them. The balance of approx. $1,500 was deposited into the

Hamilton Bank and is the focus of the investigation by the Div. of Finance. We remain hopeful of recovering the rest of the funds.

On the subject of the Convention: James Graham was asked about scheduled seminars. As of the day of the meeting, Mike Orthober will be mounting a bird, Pat Wagner plans to do a seminar on whitetails (not certain what yet), Rodney Schreurs unknown, and Randy Pike unknown. We are also planning a special seminar on scrap booking.  The actual project and cost was not decided upon at the meeting. Three

possible projects were put forward. It was decided to have Sherry Graham and a few other ladies decide which one to go with. And as an added bonus, Mr. H.A. Nixon has accepted an invitation to hold an informal visit/storytelling with us from Spm-7pm Fri. evening.  James also said Marcus had suggested an informal Questions & Answers “Seminar” to be held in the vendor’s area as another possibility.

Vice Pres. Doug Pettig reports that the awards & ribbons are nearly all in readiness. I am to keep him informed of the number and types of entries we receive from early registration so he can make sure we have enough of all awards and the correct types available. Debbi Cook is providing our awards & ribbons again this year. Doug says since we have a lot left from last year we will have little expense this year.

The subject of raising dues and registration was discussed. (Dues & registration fees have not been raised in over ten years.) Because of the rise in postage, supplies and convention costs, it was agreed that an increase was needed. After much discussion, a motion was made to raise dues from $30 single membership to $40, the $40 family membership to $50, early registration from $60 to $75, and late registration from$85 to$ 100. The motion was 2nded. and passed unanimously. (The mount entry fee for the show will remain the same.) We are still getting bids on different places to hold the convention next year.

It was decided to make the deadline for early registration 2 weeks before the Convention in order to give us more time to get all the paperwork, etc. in order.

We discussed the upcoming election of officers to be held during the Aug. meeting at the Convention. The offices of President, Vice Pres., Sec/Treas, and (2) two board members will be up for vote. It was suggested that in future all nominations should be made in advance and that reasons be given for said nominations. (Also, the nominee must agree to being nominated.)

James Graham offered to contact Candy in Iowa to see if she and Lee & Tiffany will appear at the Classic next March. Bill Zimmermann says the Classic is scheduled for Feb. 28th

March 1st, 2009. He also mentioned a couple of other people he has lined up to come. James also suggested we schedule the set up of tables and back boards at the Classic for later in the day so more people may be able to help with it. Bill Z. says that would be OK so long as it’s completed Fri. night.

After filing for lost title for the old 1990 trailer, and it having been received, I was able

sign it over to Bill Zimmermann. (The trailer was given to Bill a few years ago for his years of service in storing and hauling it to shows.)

Meeting was adjourned.
